For
the most part she can take care of herself verly thahk you, but sometimes she’ll need a littlgptfeom you.

Grooming sessions should be fun for the both of gowe sure to schedule them when your cat'sedlgerhaps
after exercise or eating. You want your pet to nemer grooming sessions in a positive way, so ya@mneant to risk
losing your temper. If you've had a stressful dagie@ in a bad mood, it's probably not a good ttmgroom your cat.

Keep your first grooming sessions shejtist 5 to 10 minutes. Gradually lengthen the tim#8l your pet is used to the
routine. You should also get your pet used to bbeemgled. Get in the habit of petting every singget of your cat-
including ears, tail, belly and baeland especially the feet!

And keep in mind, a little patience can go a loraywf your cat is extremely stressed out, cutshgsion short and try
again when she’s calmer. Unfortunately, most catsat like baths, so you may need another persbelfm And re-
member to pile on the praise and offer her a tudwn the session is over.

BRUSHING
Regular sessions with a brush or comb will helpokgsur pet’s hair in good condition by removingtdapreading
natural oils throughout her coat, preventing tasiglled keeping her skin clean and irritant-free.

If your cat has short hair, you only need to brosbe a week:

- First, use a metal comb and work through hefriun head to tail.
- Next, use a bristle or rubber brush to removeldedl loose hair.
- Be extra-gentle near her chest and belly.

If your cat has long hair, you will need to brusiery day:

- Start by combing her belly and legs; be surentangle any knots.

- Next, brush her fur in an upward motion with &the or rubber brush.

- To brush her tail, make a part down the middie lwrush the fur out on either side.

BATHING

If your cat’s coat becomes greasy and oily, ohé'’s gotten into something sticky or smelly, shib8hefit from a bath.
Use a mild shampoo that’s safe to use on catsfadliogdv these easy steps:

- First, give your pet a good brushing to removelehd hair and mats.

- Place a rubber bath mat in a sink or tub to gl®wecure footing.

- Put your cat in a tub or sink that has beendilkéth about 3 to 4 inches of lukewarm water.

- Use a spray hose to thoroughly wet your petngakiare not to spray directly in her ears, eyasose. If you don't
have a spray hose, a large plastic pitcher or akiatgde cup will do.

- Gently massage in shampoo, working from headito t

- Thoroughly rinse with a spray hose or pitchegiagavoid the ears, eyes and nose

- Dry your pet with a large towel.

NAIL CLIPPING

Most people really don't handle their cats’ feetilthey are about to clip the nails and then...waiall Some animals
can get very upset at this totally foreign feelibat's why it's a good idea to get your cat usetdaving her feet
touched before you attempt a nail trim. Rub yourchap and down her leg and then gently press eafividual toe—
and be sure to give her lots of praise and some ti@ats as you do this. Every animal is different,chances are that
within a week or two of daily foot massage, yourwdl accept nail clipping with too much fuss. & how to do it:

- Begin by applying gentle pressure to the topheffbot and cushiony pad underneathis will cause her to extend
her claws.

- Use sharp, high-quality cat nail scissors todaffithe white tip of each nail, just before the aihere it begins to
curl.

- Take care to avoid the quick, a vein that rumts the nail. This pink area can be seen througméile

- If you do accidentally cut into this pink areamay bleed, in which case you can apply some istygtwder to stop
the bleeding.
